	All music sessions are a part of the ‘Creativity ‘learning area which are designed thematically. Creativity encompasses Music, Art and Drama. 
EYFS and Key stage 1: part of creativity within foundation stage: min 1 hour weekly
Key stage 2: 1 hour every fortnight 
Key stage 3: 2 hours weekly
Key stage 4: 2 hours weekly

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	98% of our pupils are transported to and from school therefore we are not able to run after school or pre school clubs. 


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Visits in the community- Christmas pantomime etc 
· All pupils have the opportunity to sing* every week in assembly where we have a school song but also opportunities to perform in front of the school
· All pupils have the opportunity to perform in a Makaton choir and also the end of year whole school performance
· All classes have a set of musical instruments to use within lesson
· Use of musical cues to support transitions 
· Visiting Music therapist dependant on section F provision of individual pupil’s EHCP and allocated funding 



In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	As we grow from 70 to 150 pupils there will be capacity for specialist teaching which will include creative pursuits focusing on music skills development within our ‘my creativity’ learning area. 
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
